


several Mexican physicians. Mrs. Zamora
herself, as Mildred Cates, R.N., was the
head nurse at the Hoxsey Cancer Clinic
in Dallas, Texas, from 1946 to 1958. The
Hoxsey Cancer Clinic, at that time known
as the Taylor Cancer Clinic, was closed
by a consent decree injunction in 1960.

In July 1961, Mildred Cates, R.N., was
serving as an office nurse to Nelson E.
Mathison, D.O. and John H. Friend, D.O.,
who were charged with using the Hoxsey
remedy to treat cancer patients by the
California Cancer Advisory Council, and
subsequently Drs. Mathison and Friend
consented to a Cease and Desist Order
against using the Hoxsey treatment.

In mid-1962, Dr. Friend and Mrs. Cates
had moved to Bountiful, Utah. In early
1963, the State of Utah obtained a perma
nent injunction against Mildred Cates,
Homer Cates, D.O. and other employees
of a Hoxsey cancer clinic in Bountiful.

In June 1963, it was reported that Mil
dred Cates, R.N. was associated with a
Biochemical Clinic in Tijuana, Mexico. In
June 1965, the March of Truth on Cancer3
gave as an alternate telephone number
for The Biochemical Research Institute,
417 Gobernador Balarezo, Tijuana that
of Mrs. Cates at 21 Lerdo Street, Tijuana.

In 1968, one of the newspaper accounts
of the cancer underground railroad to
Tijuana, â€œ¿�Bannedâ€˜¿�Cure'Crosses Border,â€•
Kansas City (Mo.) Time8, April 4, 1968,
reported that after she married Francisco

Zamora, â€œ¿�atrick-rope rodeo rider, who
has since become her X-ray technician,â€•
Mildred Cates Zamora â€œ¿�joineda Mexican
and a German physician in the operation
of the Bio-Medical Center, but things
soon ran aground. The Mexican physi
cian was arrested. . . . Since the Mexican
physician owned the building, Mrs. Za
morn and the German parted ways, she
opening another center in another part
of the city.. . . About two years ago, Mrs.
Zamora returned to the center building,
an attractive one-story stucco structure on
a hill south of the city, overlooking some
nearby modern homes, one of which is
hers. . . .â€œIn another Medical World
News article,4 a Dr. Adolpho Villapondo
was named as a Mexican physician at the
center. An article in LIFE en EspaÃ±ol for
March 11, 1968, stated that Mrs. Zamora
operated the Bio-Medical Center â€œ¿�under
the responsibility, as director, of a Mexi
can professional Dr. Miguel Solera Mag
dalena.â€•
