


from the inclemencies and vicissitudes
of the weather, to employ iodine exter-
nally, and to push the internal use of
caustic potash as far as circumstances
might render allowable. I mention this
last part of the treatment in consequence
of the strong commendation which
Brandrich has bestowed on the use of

this caustic-alkali in absorbent glandular
affections. The views which I have been
induced to take respecting the functions
of the absorbent vessels would make me
the more disposed to adopt it.
