The fellowships offer one year of advanced training to qualified
physicians from countries where such training is not readily avail-
able. Training is undertaken at one of the comprehensive cancer
centers in the United States that participate in this program.

Three fellowships are offered annually—one to a candidate from a
priority country selected by the American Cancer Society, and two
to candidates from any developing country. Applications from can-
didates from other countries will be considered if there are no ap-
proved candidates in these categories.

The fellowship award provides a stipend, as determined by the
sponsoring institution based on its salary schedules and the experi-
ence of the candidate, and an allowance to cover travel between the
home country of the Fellow and the city where the sponsoring
institution is located.

Fellowship application forms may be obtained only from participat-
ing comprehensive cancer centers. For a list of these centers and
for further information regarding requirements of the fellowship,
write to the Office of International Activities, American Cancer Soci-
ety, 1599 Clifton Road, NE, Atlanta, Georgia 30329.
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
